O Minimum Residence Requirement

. Refers to the minimum term required to complete a course of study
- Masters & Doctoral Program : 4 semesters
- Integrated Program : 8 semesters

O Students who have acquired a number of credits greater than that required to

be awarded a degree, the time required for graduation from the school may
be reduced by 1 semester for master’s and doctorate courses and by up to 1
~ 2 semester for integrated courses.
